| receive the British publication, “Let’s Square Dance”, each month and | find that there is a lot of
interesting reading in this magazine. The magazine is published by The British Of American
Square Dance Clubs and, each month, it includes articles by the President of the association, the
editor of the magazine Paul Amor, who incidentally is an accomplished square dance caller, Also
there are articles by the Public Relations Officer, Sue Elliott. Then there are articles from
different clubs in the association. From what I'm seeing the most pressing subject facing square
dancing today is recruitment of new dancers in Britain as well as here and I'm sure all over the
world. We don’t need to be arguing about programs or lists or anything else. We need to focus
on recruiting new dancers to the activity. We worry about shorter teaching times, whether we
should be teaching DBD right from the start or not and so on we go without looking at the main
problem.

New people to the activity don’t have any idea about programs or DBD. They have come out to
have fun in a recreation that people can enjoy without drinking or X rated themes. We can
provide that. Also, new people to the activity don’t know anything about dress codes or such.
They just want to have fun and enjoy the experience. We can help them do that too.

One of the clubs that | call for started a class in October and they have 2 squares of new people
in the class and these two squares have continued to the present. This club is an officer run
club. Another club I call for started a class this month of January and they have 2 squares of new
dancers also. This is a caller run club. We don’t enforce any dress codes and we don'’t tell people
what programs they are learning, just that they are learning to square dance. One couple who
began lessons with the January class was hesitant to come but some very enthusiastic dancers
kept after them and they agreed to come and watch. We didn’t let them watch but made them
dance. They had a good time and when we had the second lesson they were there and paid for
one month in advance. The problem isn’t in programs or dress, it is getting the new people there
the first time. This requires the dancers talking to people enthusiastically about square dancing.
Once they get there then if they feel welcome and have fun they will return.

Some callers | have seen and talked to lately complain that the new dancers can’t seem to hold
their hands properly or that they can’t seem to walk properly and that they don’t seem to want to
go by the book. So what? They are there to have fun and if you continuously point out their
problems they will become frustrated and the fun will be gone. Then it becomes easier for them
to miss nights and then drop out. Fun is the name of the game and in this time there are much
more activities competing for the people. Square dancing must be more fun than others to get
and retain the people.

When you talk to new people you should mention square dancing as one of your recreational
activities and you should invite them to one of the dances. As a caller you shouldn’t have any
problem being enthusiastic about the activity. Keep mentioning to the existing dancers how they
must help to promote the activity, not only to their friends, but to any acquaintances they meet
and talk to. | know a guy in this area who wears a name badge advertising his place of business
everywhere he goes and whatever he is doing. Maybe we should promote some square dance
name badge days and as we get closer to class starting times we should all wear our badges
everywhere we go. | think we would get some notice and some comments which would lead us
into a conversation about square dancing.

This is one subject | would ask everyone to get on their soap box about every chance they get. If
you can’t proudly wear your square dance badge and speak enthusiastically about the activity
then you might need to find another activity that you can be proud of. Thanks for listening.

“BLAST FROM THE PAST”

This month we’ll go back and look at some old calls from a small handbood called “EASY
KEY HANDBOOK of Square Dance Fundamentals from 1955. This book was compiled by
Clarke Kugler and published by McCartney Publications. We're going to look at some of the
calls that we don’t hear today but that could be used as a fun workshop.

The first call we’ll look at is ROUTE CHAIN: Definition — From two lines of four facing each
other, 2 Ladies Chain Across. Then the Two Ladies in each line Chain with each other. Then
Ladies Chain Across. Then the Ladies Chain with the ladies in their same line, Ends in a
Courtesy Turn with all the ladies back with their original partner and in original starting
positions.

The next call we'll look at is WHEEL CHAIN: Definition — The same as Ladies Chain except
that the two ladies join right forearms and swing once around before giving the left hand to
the opposite mand for the Courtesy Turn.

The first move listed in this booklet is SHUFFLE: Definition — Walk without raising feet clear
of the floor, weight forward on balls of feet, keep time to the bear of the music and make
shooshing sound as you lightly slide one foot in front of the other. Don’t hop or skip.

The second move in the booklet is CIRCLE LEFT AND RIGHT: Join hands in a circle, men
having palms up, ladies having palms down. Any number of persons as called and the circle
moves clockwise, or to the left, unless otherwise directed.

The third move listed is DOS-A-DOS: Done by two persons only. The two persons designated
face each other and step forward to pass right shoulders. They then step sideways to the
right, passing back to back and then back up into place, passing left shoulders. Finish with
the same two people facing. The next call will tell you if you are to go in another direction.

The fourth move in the book is ALLEMANDE LEFT: Gents join left hands with the next lady
on the left, whether facing in or out, at time of call, walk once around each other and vack to
starting position, where you drop hands. An Allemande Left does not constitute a partner
change.

Note that the above four calls are also in our modern square dance terminology but the
definitions have changed and in the case of Dos A Dos we have shortened it to Dosado.

The next calls are calls that are not listed on the lists today but were danced regularly up
until a few years ago.

CATCH ALL EIGHT: Each person takes their partner by the right forearm and moves forward
(clockwise) two steps. Then each drops hold does a quick right face pivot in place half
around to take left forearms (with same person) and move forward forward
(counterclockwise) a little more than a full turn around, until facing his corner.

WAGON WHEEL: The man takes the lady by the right forearm and they swing a full
clockwise turn around until the man can make a left hand star in the center of the square. As
the men form the star, they give a slight push with the right hand, starting the lady into a
right face turn. This turn can be half around, but is usually aturn and a half, to face the
same direction as the man. She then takes the right arm of the same man with her left
(escort position) and they all walk firward as in the Star Promenade. Continue as called.
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WORKSHOP IDEAS AND OTHER THINGS OF INTEREST

| find that dancers enjoy something new occasionally so this month we’ll look at a new idea from
Larry Letson called RIGHT LEFT ROLLBACK or LEFT RIGHT ROLLBACK. The action starts from a
completed double pass thru formation. On the call RIGHT LEFT ROLLBACK the leaders Peel
Right as the trailers Peel Left to end in facing lines of four with the trailer on the right of the
dancer who was directly in front of them. On the call LEFT RIGHT ROLLBACK the leaders would
Peel Left as the trailers would Peel Right to end in lines facing with the trailer on the left of the
dancer who was directly in front of them. For simplification start in a completed double pass thru
formation with the girls as leaders and the boys as trailers. If you called RIGHT LEFT ROLLBACK
the dancers would end in half sashayed lines facing in. If you called LEFT RIGHT ROLLBACK the
dancers would end in normal lines facing in.

Give this a try with your dancers who like something different for a workshop tip.

Definition -

Starting formation — Completed double pass thru. RIGHT LEFT ROLLBACK: Lead dancers Peel to
the right while the trailing dancers Peel to the left and move forward to be beside and on the
right of the dancer who was directly in front of them. Ends in facing lines of four. LEFT RIGHT
ROLLBACK: Lead dancers Peel to the left while the trailing dancers Peel to the right and move
forward to be beside and on the left of the dancer who was directly in front of them. Ends in
facing lines of four.

This month we will look at Pass Thru (12) .

Definition —Starting formation — facing dancers. Dancers move forward, passing right shoulders
with each other. Each ends in the other’s starting position but neither dancer changes facing
direction. Timing: From a static square, heads or sides passing thru across the set, 4. From a
box 2.

This move has been around for along time and is one of the easiest to teach. Pass Thru is also
one of the calls that can be done from an ocean wave but not from a left hand ocean wave. I'll try
to add a little variety to what you can do with some Pass Thru choreography staying within the
Mainstream 1 — 53 program.

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DANCING THE MAINSTREAM PROGRAM

This month we will look at Half Tag The Line (66).

DEFINITION: Starting formation — any line with an even number of dancers. Like Tag The Line,
except that the dancers stop walking forward when the original center from each side of the line
meets the original end from the other side. If started from a four dancer line, the ending is a right
hand box circulate formation; from longer lines the ending is a right hand column formation.
Timing — 4 steps.

This call basically ends in right hand mini waves and can either form parallel ocean waves or
columns. From two-faced lines end to end the ending would be a column and each line would do
the Half Tag in their own line. You can create some interesting choreography using this call.

DANCING THE PLUS PROGRAM

This month we’ll look at Spin Chain The Gears. Teaching Order - #11.

DEFINITION: Starting formation — Parallel ocean waves. Timing — 24.

Each end and the adjacent center dancer turn 1/2 (180°), The new centers of each ocean wave
turn 3/4 (270°) to form a new ocean wave across the set, as the other four dancers do a U Turn
Back (turning in toward the center). The centers of the wave Trade and then release handholds
with each other. Four dancers on each sode of the square now form a four hand star and turn the
three-quarters, forming a new wave across the set. Centers of this wave Trade and momentarily
reform the wave across the set. The two outside pairs of dancers in the center wave now turn
three-quarters (270°) as the other four dancers turn back (turning away from the center). Ends is
parallel ocean waves.

This call came before Spin Chain And Exchange The Gears but with the introduction of the latter
it has come to not being used as much and in some places you call it at your own risk. In my
opinion this call should be used more and both calls should be used about equally.
