In looking back at some old publications | sometimes find things that are interesting and
that | would like to look at . | was looking at an issue of “Mikeside Management’ from
November 2000 and came across an article in which Stan Burdick looked back at some
perdictions he had made in the January 1994 issue. They are very interesting and | would
like to have you look at them and see what you think of them here in 2004.
1. The down trend in dancers will continue, unfortunately, at about the same speed it's
going (1994). We see 200,000 active club dancers, tops. (Down from 375,000 in 1994).
This prediction is probably true and the active number now is probably a little less than
the 200,000.
2. The average club size will be three sets. For survival, guest couples attending will be a
must. This prediction is probably very close, not taking into consideration how many
clubs have folded.
3. Beginner classes average 1 & 1/2 sets at best. From my experience this is right on.
4. The day of the true “traveling caller” will be over. Ranks of full-time (career callers will
be greatly diminished. This seems to be true as best as | can see.
5. Regional, part time caller ranks down slightly. Maybe 15% less, but supplemented by
CW (line dance) leaders. | don’t count the line dance leaders who aren’t square dance
callers but their ranks seem to be down also.
6. Mainstream and Plus will combine into one program (level) with 75 basics tops. That
list will be “frozen” for three year periods; then only three changes will be allowed. This
is one prediction is one that has never happened and until we callers agree it will never
happen and on the tombstone for square dancing it will say “We Wouldn’t Change”.
7. Community Dance Program will be greatly expanded, with as many as 50.000
adherents. On this one | haven't the slightest idea about the numbers. | know it has been
successful in some areas and in some areas it hasn’t worked.
8. Most regiona festivals are gone. The National Convention has 10,000 attendees. | think
this one is true except that the National has leaas than 10,000 attendees (about 8,000 in
2004.
9. There are fewer area magazines. Still only one National one. There are now two
national magazines but area magazines are fewer,
10. Callerlab is active but membership is down 1/3, It is hot necessary to join an
organization for BMI/ASCAP protection. | wouldn’t know about the Callerlab numbers
without checking. | also don’t know about the American Callers Association numbers but
I would guess that they both may be down. You also don’t have to belong to an
organization to get BMI/ASCAP protection.
11. Average dance admission: $4.00 each. This is probably true.
12. 90% of all clubs are caller run. | think this is a little high.
13. Average club square dancer age: 65. This is possibly true. It’'s probably older in
Florida, Arizona and Texas.
14. Average CDP dancer age: 45. | really don’t know.
15. Average caller age: Unknown. I don’t know but I'll bet it’s older than in 1994.
All the above predictions were originally made in 1994 and were for the year 2000.
Applying them to today can be enlightening. Compare them to your area and see what
you think. The comments in italics are my thoughts and are not official by any means.

“Summer Sounds in the South”

Summer in the southern part of the US is humid and stormy. Just like the summer storms,
we’re hit hard in trying to find dancers to fill the halls. Each summer finds more local dancers
traveling or giving the activity a rest. We have experienced 42 summers in Florida, but this
summer has all the clubs in the area, either going dark for several months, or cutting back on
the number of nights they dance. A few clubs are trying to maintain a dance with fewer dancers.
The club officers are discussing the ways to meet the club’s expenses each dance and to find
rainbows at the end of the stormy season. They are looking for ways to keep the dancers that
attend each week happy so they will return the following week.

For any caller and his partner to experience this decline of dancers can be exasperating. To
have worked for so many years for the activity that we love, it is hard to try to understand why
we can’t get the public to recognize what our activity has to offer. Our activity surpasses all the
other activities in health, fun & fellowship.

How can we get motivated, when each year we have less success in getting new beginners?
When does our enthusiasm start to kick in? How can we keep a positive attitude?

John & | have been in this activity for so many years that it has become a part of our life to try
to motivate the current dancers, to the best of our ability with enthusiasm, and to get them to
promote the activity to new people. We never know what form of promotion will work, but we
will try the old & the new ways of promotion. You never know until you try what will work, but
the old saying is, “what goes around will come around again,” so that tells us, one day we will
have our halls filled with more dancers than we’re ever imagined. We just hope we will be able
to be a part of this resurgence with halls filled again with an abundance of new dancers.

Each year around this time we turn our thoughts to the fall and promoting new beginner
dances. For some of the groups in our area, they wait until January when the snowbirds are
here to try to promote for new dancers. We have one club that waits until January and we have
had the same folks for 3 years. They are with us for 3 -4 months only. We love seeing these
folks come each year and it’s getting easier for them to come in and start over again, but they
never get beyond the basics. They can’t find a place to dance when they go home for the
summer because the clubs have folded in their area, or they have to drive hundreds of miles to
find a dance. Sometimes they just don’t want to dance when they get home. In the winter they
are just trying to fill their days with a fun activity by dancing.

You may ask why they never progress beyond the basics. We always have brand new
dancers & have to start at the beginning. Frustrating? Right, but that’'s all we can do. Not
enough nights or days to divide all the programs among the dancers to get the job done.

We will keep working, with enthusiasm, for the activity we have received so much pleasure
from. One of these days we will get our just reward with so many new dancers we will not know
what to do but smile. Be positive that this is our year for new dancers.
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“BLAST FROM THE PAST”

Again this month we’'ll look at some dances that you can use at your square dances that
don’t take a lot of time or instruction to get people to do. These come from a small
booklet put out in 1977 by Dr. Grant Longley, called “Line Dance Manual”.
The first dance is “Delilah” and the author is unknown. Suggested music is Delilah by
Tom Jones.
Starts from a circle with no partners, all holding hands and facing the center.
Intro: Wait 8 beats with weight on left foot.
Dance: 1-4---- Step Side Right, Step Left Behind Right, Step Side Right,
Touch Left In Front Of Right (Grapevine Right).
5-8----Step Side Left, Step Right Behind Left, Step Side Left,
Touch Right In Front Of Left (Grapevine Left).
9-12 - - - - Step Side Right, Slide Left To Right, Step Side Right, Hold
(2-step Right).
13-16 - - - - Step Side Left, Slide Right To Left, Step Side Left, Hold (2-step Left).
On the Grapevines a slight dip of the knees gives a distinct flavor to the dance.

Another simple line dance that can be taught quickly and used on the same night is
“Fourteen Steps”. Author is unknown but one suggested song is Winchester Cathedral.
You start facing the front of the hall with no partners.

Intro: Wait 16 counts.

Dance: 1- 4----Step Left, Kick Right Diagonally Across In Front Of Left,
Step Right, Kick Left Across In Front Of Right.
5- 8----Step Left, Kick Right Across In Front Of Left, Step Right,

Rock (sway) Right, Rock Left.
9-12----Step To Side Right, Step Left Across In Back Of Right,
Step Right To Side Right, Hop Right At Same Time 1/2 Right
Turn While Bringing Left Knee To Horizontal.
13-14--  Step Left To Left, Cross Right In Back Of Left (end with weight
on Right foot).

The next dance is “Who’s In The Strawbeery Patch With Sally” using music of the same
name. Starting position — Circle with hands held at waist level facin Line Of Dance.
Intro: Long, slow intro., dancers start on first beat after intro.

Dance: 1 -4 - - - - Right 2-step in LOD (step Right forward, close Left to Right, step Right
forward, hold).
5-8---- Left 2-step (step Left forward, close right to left, step Left forward)
turn 1/4 toward center of hall on 4™ step.
9-12 - - - - Step Right to Right, Close Left To Right, Repeat.
13 -16 - - - - Step Right Forward Toward Center Of Hall, Kick Left Forward,
Step Left Backward, Touch Right Toe To Rear (Charleston Step).
17 - 20 - - - - Repeat counts 13 - 16.

Next month we’ll try some simple contras. Then maybe we’ll do some Quadrilles and
maybe some Mixers. If anyone has any ideas for this page let me know. | hope you are
able to use the line dances this month.
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WORKSHOP IDEAS AND OTHER THINGS OF INTEREST

This month we will look at some ways to have fun with GRAND SQUARE. The general rules for
Grand Square are that you always face your partner or your opposite. Whenever you turn, you do
a quarter turn to face the other one. You always walk three steps, then you turn. If the one you
face stands near enough to touch hands, you both walk back from each other. If they stand apart
from you, you both walk forward to meet each other. Three times you walk and turn. The fourth
time you walk you don’t turn.

With this general rule in mind you can try Grand Square from not-so-usual set-ups.

HEADS SQUARE THRU 4... SPLIT THE OUTSIDES, AROUND 1 TO A LINE..
GO FORWARD AND WAY BACK... CENTERS (SIDES) FACE YOUR PARTNER...
GRAND SQUARE... RIGHT AND LEFT GRAND.

ZERO LINES... RIGHT AND LEFT THRU... HALF SASHAY....
CENTERS RIGHT AND LEFT THRU... CENTERS HALF SASHAY... ENDS STAR THRU...
ENDS U TURN BACK... EVERYBODY GRAND SQUARE... RIGHT AND LEFT GRAND.

ZERO LINES... LADIES CHAIN... PASS THRU... WHEEL AND DEAL...
DOUBLE PASS THRU... FACE IN... PASS THRU... BEND THE LINE...
CENTERS STAR THRU... EVERYBODY GRAND SQUARE... LEFT ALLEMANDE.

FOUR LADIES CHAIN 3/4... HEADS PROMENADE 1/2... HEADS LEAD RIGHT...
CIRCLE TO A LINE... ENDS STAR THRU... CENTERS BOX THE GNAT... EVERYBODY
GRAND SQUARE 16 STEPS (don’'t reverse)... CENTERS TURN THRU...

LEFT ALLEMANDE.

FOUR LADIES CHAIN... HEADS PASS THRU... SEPARATE & MEET BEHIND THE SIDES...
EVERYBODY GRAND SQUARE... BOW TO THE PARTNER...
YOU'VE STIRRED THE BUCKET FOR THE SINGING CALL.

Try these unusual ways to do Grand Square. It can be fun for your dancers.

Following are some modules that are equal to Square Thru 4. Some of us seem to get
into ruts calling Square Thru and these can help you get out of the ruts.
SPIN THE TOP... BOYS RUN... WHEEL AND DEAL... PASS THRU.

FLUTTER WHEEL... TOUCH 1/4... WALK AND DODGE.

SLIDE THRU... STAR THRU... SLIDE THRU... PASS THRU.

STAR THRU... SLIDE THRU... STAR THRU... PASS THRU.

FLUTTER WHEEL... PASS THE OCEAN... RECYCLE... RIGHT AND LEFT THRU...
PASS THRU.

Following is a Little Gem from Mikeside Management, November 2000 by Lorin Morin-
HEADS SQUARE THRU 4... RIGHT HAND STAR WITH THE SIDES...

HEADS TO THE CENTER WITH A REVERSE FLUTTER WHEEL... SWEEP 1/4...

BACK OUT AT HOME.
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Following are some calls using the old call RED HOT. This call is old and very
descriptive for the dancers. They shouldn’t need a teach or a walk through. The
definition is Right Hand Lady By The Right Hand Round, Partner By The Left Full Around
and Corner By The Right.

Try these —

CIRCLE LEFT... PARTNER LEFT DO PA SO, turn partner left, corner by the right, pass
your partner... GO RED HOT turn right hand lady by the right hand round, turn partner
left full around, turn corner by the right hand round... TURN PARTNER BY THE LEFT...
Back to the corner BOX THE GNAT... CHANGE HANDS... Left hand PULL BY...

RIGHT AND LEFT GRAND.

PROMENADE BUT DON'T STOP... GO RED HOT,turn right hand lady with a right hand
round, turn partner left full around... MEN STAR RIGHT ACROSS THE RING...

TURN OPPOSITE LADY LEFT HAND AROUND TO A NEW CORNER...

DO SA DO NEW CORNER... GIRLS STAR RIGHT ACROSS THE RING... WITH THE
OPPOSITE MAN MAKE A LADIES THAR, GIRLS BACK UP A LEFT HAND STAR...
SHOOT THE STAR FULL TURN... RIGHT AND LEFT GRAND.

ALLEMANDE LEFT... RIGHT AND LEFT GRAND... PASS BY PARTNER... GO RED HOT,
turn right hand lady right hand around, turn partner left full around, turn corner lady right
hand around... TURN PARTNER LEFT ALLEMANDE THAR... SLIP THE CLUTCH...

LEFT ALLEMANDE.

Following are some surprise choreographic figures —

HEADS SQUARE THRU 4, SIDES FACE GRAND SQUARE,,,

HEADS CLOVERLEAF INTO THE CENTER AND PASS THRU...

CLOVERLEAF (sides keep going)... HEADS SQUARE THRU 3/4... LEFT ALLEMANDE.

HEADS RIGHT AND LEFT THRU... HEADS PASS THE OCEAN...
CENTER BOYS RUN AROUND THE GIRLS... CENTER BOYS TRADE... BOYS PASS
THRU... LEFT ALLEMANDE.

HEADS FACE FINISH THE GRAND SQUARE (16 steps)... CIRCLE LEFT... BOYS CENTER,
GIRLS SASHAY... CIRCLE LEFT... LADIES CENTER, MEN SASHAY... LEFT ALLEMANDE.

DANCING THE MAINSTREAM (1-53) PROGRAM
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This month we will look at the HALF SASHAY FAMILY (14).

Definition — (a) HALF SASHAY. Starting formation — COUPLE. Partners exchange places
without changing facing directions. Dancer on the right sidesteps to the left, while the
other dancer on the leftsteps back, sidesteps to the right, then steps forward to rejoin
their partner. (b) ROLLAWAY. Starting formation — couple. The directed dancer, or if not
specified, the dancer on the right, rolls across a full turn (360°) in front of the dancer on
the left, as the left side dancer sidesteps to the right —to exchange places. From a
circle, unless otherwise directed, the ladies roll left across in front of the men. (¢)
LADIES IN, MEN SASHAY: Starting formation — circle or line with alternating men and
ladies. With all dancers facing in, the ladies step forward and pause, while the men move
to the left behind and past one lady. Ladies step back and rejoin hands with the men. If
the circle is moving to the right, the men sashay to the right. TIMING: Half Sashay 4;
Rollaway 4; Ladies In, Men Sashay 4.

The ending position for Rollaway and for Half Sashay is the same but if you use
Rollaway 1 & 1/2, from a normal couple the dancers will end with the boy facing the girl
and if you use Half Sashay 1&1/2 from normal couples the boys will end in front of the
girl in atandem formation. Teaching the dancers not to Rollaway unless it is called is the
toughest part. Some callers advocate not calling “Rollaway With A Half Sashay” to help
separate the moves. When calling “Ladies In, Men Sashay” from lines it is best to use
half sashayed couples.

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DANCING THE MAINSTREAM PROGRAM

This month we will look at PASS TO THE CENTER (57).

DEFINITION: Starting formation — eight chain thru, parallel waves. All Pass Thru. The
dancers now on the outside Partner Trade. Ends is double pass thru formation. TIMING:
Box, couples facing in, 2 steps; couples facing out 6 steps.

When doing this call you have to be sure that the dancers moving to the outside Partner
Trade and that the couples moving to the inside don’t step into a wave. You should be
able to call “Pass To The Center” and then immediately call something for the insides
while the outsides are doing their Partner Trade. This call can be used from half
sashayed couples or same sex couples and you can call it from parallel right hand ocean
waves. It is much more versatile than Dive Thru and has gradually replaced it in
choreographic usage above the old basic level (mainstream 1 — 53).

This month we’ll look at FOLLOW YOUR NEIGHBOR. Teaching Order - #14.

DEFINITION: Starting formation — box circulate. Timing — 6.

Dancing facing | release hands with the person next to them (their “neighbor”) and step
straight forward, join adjacent forearms with the one they meet, and turn three-quarters
(270°) to become centers of a new wave. At the same time, the dancers facing out follow
their “neighbors” by moving forward in a three-quarter looping turn {270°), turning
toward their neighbor to finish adjacent to their “neighbor” as the ends of the new ocean
wave.

When done from right-hand boxes, the dancers facing in turn by the right hand and the
dancers facing out loop around right-face, to finish in a left hand ocean wave. When
done from left-hand boxes, the dancers facing in turn by the left hand and the dancers
facing out loop around left-face, to finish in aright-hand ocean wave.

The most standard usage for this call is from right-hand boxes with the men facing in
and the girls facing out. Also, it is used with the extension “And Spread”. We will look at
the call from standard as well as nhon-standard usage.
